2660 Love Packs of food went
out to orphaned and vulnerable
children during the past

year; 3767 food parcels were
distributed to families affected by
HIV through the Diocese of Cape
Town church network.

More than 100 long and short-term
volunteers have served at The
Warehouse during the past year,
coming from across the Cape and
as far away as the UK, Sweden,
France, the States and Canada
